Brompton Cemetery, Westminster, London)

Square, London William James butler, musician) died 4/3/1844 Belgrave, London. 
buried 17/3/1844 All Souls Cemetery, Kensal Green, London. 2 children.

married at St. James Westminster, London, Elspeth Ann James) died 26/12/1886
